Meeting called to order at 8.40 pm. Duane extended greetings to all and expressed thanks for attending the meeting.
Minutes from the January 2010 Fort Lauderdale Board Meeting were not available for review and approval by the Board.

Old Business

Duane requested the Board to review the Guidelines and By-Laws for organizing Airliners International events. In particular, the Board will respond to Duane by the next board meeting with their updates and recommendations. The Board was in agreement that all future AI organizers must incorporate as a Limited Liability Corporation (LLC) for financial and legal protection. 
At the January 2010 board meeting, the Board discussed the possibility of keeping the Society advised of updates and events via email. Wally and Chris will work together to develop a process and format for sending out email ‘blasts’. Bill will provide the current WAHS/AIA and AI 2009 email lists for this project.

New Business
Don proposed seeking information on group insurance discounts and reciprocal agreements with other organizations and museums to add extra value to the WAHS/AIA membership. Craig and Marshall will write letters and contact aviation museums in California to kick off this outreach program.

Duane advised that The Captain’s Log is now available online via our web site for a trial basis until December. The Log online is a low-resolution copy. No password is required at this time. If there is enough interest and response by the membership, we will make this a permanent feature accessible only to our membership via password access.

Future Airliners International Event 
Andrew Stiffler proposed holding AI 2012 in Memphis, Tennessee. (Andrew was the chairman of AI 2005 in Milwaukee.) The Board expressed concerns about the current proposal considering the high number of room nights and costs proposed by the Hilton Memphis Hotel as unattainable based on the numbers from recent AI events. The Board voted to postpone a final decision on AI 2012’s site selection in Memphis until the next Board meeting in January. In the meantime, Bill and Chris will work with Andrew in an advisory capacity to come up with a proposal that would have a minimal financial impact on the show organizers. 
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Board Meeting. The next WAHS/AIA Board of Director’s Meeting will be on Saturday, January 29, 2011 at the LAX Airliner Expo event in Los Angeles. Time and location to be determined at a later date.
